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Taken from the Gospel for 7" August 2022 (Luke 12:35-40): Being Ready for the Master's Return

Jesus said to his disciples: “See that you are dressed for action and have your lamps lit. Be like men waiting for
their master to return from the wedding feast, ready to open the door as soon as he comes and knocks. Happy
those servants whom the master finds awake when he comes. | tell you solemnly, he will put on an apron, sit them
down at table and wait on them. [t may be in the second watch he comes, or in the third, but happy those servants
if he finds them ready. You may be quite sure of this, that if the householder had known at what hour the burglar
would come, he would not have let anyone break through the wall of his house. You too must stand ready, because
the Son of Man is coming at an hour you do not expect.”

After spending a few minutes considering this Gospel, continue by reading Fr Henry Wanshrough's reflection.

Just before the reading above, Jesus has wamed in 5t Luke's Gospel about the peril of worldly possession. This is a
danger about which Luke, writing to a prosperous audience, confinually reminds his audience. Then Jesus iSsues a series
of exhortations to be alert for the final meeting with the Lord, and a series of blessings on those who are so ready. Luke
does not have a great scene of a universal final judgement (as Matthew's Gospel does with the parable of the sheep and the
goats). For Luke there is no need to wait for a great final judgement scene at the end of the world; instead, with his Greek
frame of mind, he is more interested in the individual judgement (for each of these parables concems a single individual
who is rewarded or punished). This is fully compatible with the notion that each individual's final judgement is at death,
rather than all together at the end of the world. Most wanderful and startling is the promise (suggested by foday’s parabile)
that, after the Master's return at the judgement, he will himself serve the faithful senvants.

How may we best be “ready” for the return of the Lord?
